The more I study things about the US Army in World War I, I find that many of the 
improvements that were implemented for the US Army came out of problems and scandals 
that came out of the Spanish American War.  The US was very unprepared for the Spanish 
American War and had to ramp up quickly.  Luckily the war did not last long enough for the 
problems to affect the outcome but did expose things that were lacking.  In the May NetCall we 
reviewed US Army rations and the improvements that were made before WWI.  During the 
time before the Spanish American war the US was undergoing a phase of exponential industrial 
growth.  This growth was largely left to its own without any oversite resulting in harmful things 
being introduced to the food supply, leading to the creation of the Food and Drug 
Administration.  In June 1906, President Theodore Roosevelt signed into law the Food and Drug 
Act, also known as the "Wiley Act" after its chief advocate. 
 
The same can be said of the area of medical advancement.  This month the focus will be on how 
medical transport came to be in WWI, after the results of the Dodge Commission from the war 
with Spain, and the national press during both emergencies.
