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Museum Update:

The Museum Advisory Board (MAB) is
working on grant requests for the HVAC system and is constantly working to bring in funds from others
souces as well.
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So far, for the past couple of weekends that the museum has been open, there has been at least one
day where over a hundred (100) people visited the museum with the other days more like tiiventy
(25). Having said this, we have to recagrthat the weather has been really cold and wet and there
was also competition from the recent gun show.
